July 31,2019

One-day State Level Seminar, on "MUNSHI PREM CHAND: HAYAT-O-KHIDMAT" (Life
and Works)" was organised by Department of Urdu, Government Girls" General Degree
College, Kolkata on Wednesday, July 31, 2019 from 11 am to 5 pm.

Munshi Premchand. a famous writer of the early 20th century, was born on July 31, 1880 at
Lamhi Village. near Varanasi. He died on October 8, 1936. He was born as Dhanpat Rai
Srivastav. and used the pen name, Nawab Rai. He later came to be known as Munshi
Premchand, the honorary prefix “Munshi” given by his people appreciating his writings. He
wrote approximately dozen novels, 250 short stories, numerous essays, and translations,
writing in both Urdu and Hindi.
